PREDICTIONS OF PROPHET MUHAMMAD (PEACE BE UPON HIM)
 - Zainab bint Jahsh, may Allah be pleased with her, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) got up from sleep saying: There is no god but Allah. Woe to the Arabs because of turmoil which is at hand, the barrier of Gog and Magog has opened so much. And Sufyan (one of the narrators) made a sign of ten with the help of his hand (in order to indicate the width of the gap) and I (Zainab) said: Allah's Messenger, would we be perished in spite of the fact that there would be good people among us? Thereupon he said: Of course, but only when the evil predominates.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: Today the wall (barrier) of Gog and Magog has been opened so much, and Wuhaib (in order to explain it) made the figure of ninety with the help of his hand.


 - 'A'ishah, may Allah be pleased with her, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) was startled in the state of sleep. We said: Allah's Messenger, you have done something in the state of your sleep which you never did before. Thereupon he said: Strange it is that some people of my Ummah would attack the House (Ka'bah) (for killing) a person who would belong to the tribe of the Quraish and he would try to seek protection in the House. And when they would reach the plain ground they would be sunk. We said: Allah's Messenger, all sorts of people throng the path. Thereupon he said: Yes, there would be among them people who would come with definite designs and those who would come under duress and there would be travelers also, but they would all be destroyed through one (stroke) of destruction, though they would be raised in different states (on the Day of Resurrection). Allah would, however, raise them according to their intention.

 - Usamah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) climbed up a battlement among the battlements of Medina and then said: You do not see what I see, as I can see the places of turmoil between your houses as the places of rainfall.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: There will be soon a period of turmoil in which the one who sits will be better than one who stands and the one who stands will be better than one who walks and the one who walks will be better than one who runs. He who would watch them will be drawn by them. So he who finds a refuge or shelter against it should make it as his resort.

 - Abu Bakrah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: When two Muslims confront each other and the one among them attacks his brother with a weapon, both of them get into Hell-Fire. He (Ahnaf, one of the narrators) said: I said, or it was said: Messenger of Allah, it may be the case of one who kills, but what about the slain (why he would be put in Hell-Fire)? Thereupon he said: He also intended to kill his companion.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: The last Hour will not come until two great parties (of Muslims) confront each other and there will be a large-scale massacre among them, though the claim of both of them is the same.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: The last Hour will not come unless there is much haraj. They said: What is haraj? Thereupon he said: Bloodshed, bloodshed.


 - Hudhaifah bin Al-Yaman's Hadith, may Allah be pleased with him. Hudhaifah bin Al-Yaman reported: By Allah, I have the best knowledge among people about every turmoil which is going to appear in the period intervening between my era and the Last Hour; and it is not for the fact that Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) told me something confidentially pertaining to it and he did not tell anybody else about it, but it is because of the fact that I was present in the assembly in which he had been describing the turmoil, and he especially made a mention of three turmoils which would not spare anything and among these there would be turmoils like storms in the hot season. Some of them would be violent and some of them would be comparatively mild.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: The Last Hour would not come before the Euphrates uncovers a mountain of gold, for which people would fight. Ninety-nine out of each one hundred would die but every man among them would say that perhaps he would be the one who would be saved (and thus possess this gold).


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: The Last Hour would not come until fire emits from the earth of Hijaz which would illuminate the necks of the camels of Basra.


 - Ibn 'Umar, may Allah be pleased with them, reported: I heard Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) as saying while pointing his hands towards the east: The turmoil would appear from this side; verily, the turmoil would appear from this side (he repeated it twice) where appear the horns of Satan.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: The Last Hour would not come until the women of the tribe of Daus would be seen going round Dhul-Khalasah, an idol that the tribe of Daus used to worship during the pre-Islamic era in the district of Tabalah.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: The Last Hour would not come until a person would pass by a grave of another person and say: I wish it had been my abode.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: The Last Hour would not come before a person from Qahtan comes forth driving people with his stick.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: The Last Hour would not come until you fight with people whose faces are like hammered shields and the Last Hour would not come until you would fight against those wearing the shoes of hair.


 - Ibn 'Umar, may Allah be pleased with them, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: You will fight against the Jews and you will kill them until even a stone will say: Come here, Muslim, there is a Jew (hiding himself behind me); kill him.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: The Last Hour will not come until the Muslims fight against the Jews and the Muslims will kill them until the Jews will hide themselves behind stones and trees. The stones and trees will say: Muslim, the servant of Allah, there is a Jew behind me; come and kill him; but the Gharqad tree will not say this, for it is the tree of the Jews.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: The Last Hour would not come until there would arise about thirty impostors, liars, and each one of them would claim that he is a messenger of Allah.


 - Abu Sa'id Al-Khudri, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: I accompanied Ibn Saiyad to Mecca and he said to me: What I have gathered from people is that they think that I am Al-Dajjal. Have you not heard Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) as saying: He will have no children. I said: Yes, of course. Thereupon he said: But I have children. Have you not heard Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) as saying: He will not enter Mecca or Medina? I said: Yes, of course. Thereupon he said: I have been born in Medina and now I intend to go to Mecca. And he said to me at the end of his talk: By Allah, I know his birth-place, his abode, where he is just now. He (Abu Sa'id) said: This caused confusion in my mind (in regard to his identity).


 - Jabir bin 'Abdullah's Hadith, may Allah be pleased with them. Muhammad bin Al-Munkadir reported: I saw Jabir bin 'Abdullah taking an oath in the name of Allah that it was Ibn Al-Sa'id who was Al-Dajjal. I said: Do you take an oath in the name of Allah? Thereupon he said: I heard 'Umar taking an oath in the presence of Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) to this effect, while Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) did not disapprove of it.


 - 'Abdullah bin 'Umar, may Allah be pleased with them, reported: 'Umar bin Al-Khattab went along with Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) in the company of some persons to Ibn Saiyad that he found him playing with children near the battlement of Banu Maghalah and Ibn Saiyad was at that time just at the threshold of adolescence and he did not perceive (the presence of the Holy Prophet) until Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) struck his back with his hands. Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: Ibn Saiyad, do you not bear witness that I am Messenger of Allah? Ibn Saiyad looked toward him and he said: I bear witness to the fact that you are the Messenger of the unlettered. Ibn Saiyad said to Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him): Do you bear witness to the fact that I am the messenger of Allah? Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) rejected this and said: I affirm my faith in Allah and in His Messengers. Then Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said to him: What do you see? Ibn Saiyad said: (Sometimes) a truthful and (sometimes) a liar comes to me. Thereupon Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: You have been confounded. Then Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said to him: I have something for you, and Ibn Saiyad said: It is a trick. Thereupon Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: May you be disgraced and dishonored, you would not be able to go beyond your rank. 'Umar bin Al-Khattab said: Allah's Messenger, permit me to strike his neck. Thereupon Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: If he is the same (Al-Dajjal) who would appear near the Last Hour, you would then not be able to overpower him, and if he is not that there is no good for you to kill him. Salim bin 'Abdullah said: I heard 'Abdullah bin 'Umar further narrating that, after some time, Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) and Ubai bin Ka'b Al-Ansari went towards the palm trees where Ibn Saiyad was. When Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) went near the tree he hid himself behind a tree with the intention of hearing something from Ibn Saiyad before Ibn Saiyad could see him, but Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) saw him on a bed with a blanket around him. A murmuring sound was heard and Ibn Saiyad's mother saw Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) behind the trunk of the palm tree. She said to Ibn Saiyad: Saf (that being Ibn Saiyad's name), here is Muhammad. Thereupon Ibn Saiyad jumped up murmuring and Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: If she had left him alone he would have made things clear. Salim said that 'Abdullah bin 'Umar told that Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) stood up among the people and lauded Allah as He deserved, then he made a mention of Al-Dajjal and said: I warn you of him and there is no Prophet who has not warned his people against Al-Dajjal. Even Noah warned (against him) but I am going to tell you a thing which no Prophet told his people. You must know that he (Al-Dajjal) is one-eyed and Allah, the Exalted and Glorious, is not one-eyed.


 - Anas bin Malik, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: There is never a prophet who has not warned the Ummah of that one-eyed liar; behold he is one-eyed and your Lord is not one-eyed. On his forehead are the letters kaf, fa' and ra'. (the combination of the three letters will mean: Kufr, Unbelief).

 - Hudhaifah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: Al-Dajjal can see with the right eye only. He has thick hair and there will be a garden and fire with him. But his fire is in fact a garden and his garden is a fire.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: May I not inform you about Al-Dajjal what no Messenger of Allah narrated to his people? He would be one-eyed and he would bring along with him an image of Paradise and Hell-Fire and what he would call as Paradise that would be Hell-Fire and I warn you as Noah warned his people.


 - Abu Sa'id Al-Khudri, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) one day gave a detailed account of Al-Dajjal and in that it was also included: He would come but would not be allowed to enter the road leading to Medina. So he will alight at some of the barren tracts near Medina, and a person who will be the best of men or one from among the best of men will say to him: I bear testimony to the fact that you are Al-Dajjal about whom Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) had informed us. Al-Dajjal will say: What is your opinion if I kill this (person), then I bring him back to life; even then will you harbor doubt in this matter? They will say: No. He will then kill (the man) and then bring him back to life. When he brings that person to life, he (that person) will say: By Allah, I had no better proof of the fact (that you are Al-Dajjal) than at the present time (that you are actually so). Al-Dajjal will then make an attempt to kill him (again) but he will not be able to do that.


 - Al-Mughirah bin Shu'bah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: No one asked Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) more about Al-Dajjal than I did. He said: He should not be a source of worry to you for he would not be able to do any harm to you. I said: Allah's Messenger, it is alleged that he would have along with him (abundance of) food and water. Thereupon he said: He would be very insignificant in the eye of Allah (even) with all this.

 - Anas bin Malik, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: There will be no land not covered by Al-Dajjal but Mecca and Medina, and there will be no passage out of the passages leading to them which will not be guarded by angels arranged in rows. Then he (Al-Dajjal) will appear in a barren place adjacent to Medina and it will rock three times that every unbeliever and hypocrite will get out of it towards him.


 - Sahl bin Sa'd, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: I heard Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) as saying: I and the Last Hour are (close to each other) like this (and he, in order to explain it) pointed (by joining his) forefinger, (one) next to the thumb and the middle finger (together).

 - Anas bin Malik, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: I and the Last Hour have been sent like this (indicating the short time between his mission and the Day of Judgment).


 - 'A'ishah, may Allah be pleased with her, reported: When the desert Arabs came to Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) they asked about the Last Hour as to when that would come. And he looked towards the youngest among them and said: if he lives he would not grow very old that he would find your Last Hour coming to you (he would see you dying).


 - Anas, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: A person asked Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) as to when the Last Hour would come. He had in his presence a young boy of the Ansar who was called Muhammad. Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: If this young boy lives, he may not grow very old till (he would see) the Last Hour coming to you.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: Between the two blowing of the trumpet (there would be an interval of forty). They said: Abu Hurairah, do you mean forty days? He said: I cannot say anything. They said: Do you mean forty months? He said: I cannot say anything. They said: Do you mean forty years? He said: I cannot say anything. Then Allah would cause the water to descend from the sky and they (people) will sprout like vegetable. The only thing in a man which would not decay would be one bone (spinal chord) from which the whole frame would be reconstituted on the Day of Resurrection.
