EMANCIPATION OF SLAVES

 - Ibn 'Umar, may Allah be pleased with them, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: If anyone emancipates his share in a slave and has enough money to pay the full price for him, a fair price for the slave should be fixed, his partners given their shares, and the slave be thus emancipated, otherwise he is emancipated only to the extent of the first man's share.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Regarding the slave shared by two persons, and one of them wants to emancipate his share, the Prophet (may peace be upon him) judged that he should afford his partner's share (if he is already well-off).


 - 'A'ishah's Hadith, may Allah be pleased with her. Ibn 'Umar reported that 'A'ishah decided to buy a female-slave and then set her free, but her masters said: We are prepared to sell her to you on the condition that her right of inheritance would vest with us. She (Hadrat 'A'ishah) made a mention of that to Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him), whereupon he said: This should not stand in your way. The right of inheritance vests in one who emancipates.

 - Ibn 'Umar, may Allah be pleased with them, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) forbade selling or granting the right of inheritance from one's freed-slave.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: If anyone emancipates a Muslim slave, Allah will set free from Hell an organ of his body for every organ of his (slave's) body.
