WET NURSING
 - 'A'ishah, may Allah be pleased with her, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) was with her and she heard the voice of a person seeking permission to enter the house of Hafsah. 'A'ishah (Allah be pleased with her) said: Allah's Messenger, here is a person who seeks permission to enter your house, whereupon Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: I think he is so and so (uncle of Hafsah by reason of fosterage). 'A'ishah asked: Messenger of Allah, if so and so (her uncle by reason of wet-nursing) were alive, could he enter my house? Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: Yes. Wet-nursing makes unlawful what consanguinity makes unlawful.

 - 'A'ishah, may Allah be pleased with her, reported: Aflah, the brother of Abu Al-Qu'ais, who was her uncle by reason of wet-nursing, came and asked her permission (to enter the house) after veil was instituted. She said: I refused to admit him. When Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) came, I informed him of what I had done. He commanded me to grant him permission (as the brother of her foster-father was also her uncle).


 - Ibn 'Abbas, may Allah be pleased with them, reported: It was proposed that he (the Holy Prophet) be married to the daughter of Hamzah, whereupon he said: She is not lawful for me for she is the daughter of my foster-brother, and that is unlawful by reason of wet-nursing is also unlawful by reason of genealogy.


 - Umm Habibah bint Abi Sufyan, may Allah be pleased with her, reported: The Messenger of Allah (may peace be upon him) came to me and I asked him: Have you any inclination towards my sister, the daughter of Abu Sufyan? He (the Holy Prophet) asked: Then what should I do? I said: Marry her. He asked: Do you like that? I said: I am not the exclusive (wife) of yours; I, therefore, wish to join my sister in good. He said: She is not lawful for me. I said: I have been informed that you have given the proposal of marriage to Durrah bint Abi Salamah. He said: You mean the daughter of Umm Salamah? I said: Yes. He said: Even if she had not been my step-daughter brought up under my guardianship, she would not have been lawful for me, for she is the daughter of my foster-brother (Hamzah), for Thuwaibah had suckled me and her father. So do not give me the proposal of the marriage of your daughters and sisters.

 - 'A'ishah, may Allah be pleased with her, reported: Sahlah bint Suhail came to Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) and said: Messenger of Allah, I see on the face of Abu Hudhaifah (signs of disgust) on entering of Salim (who is an ally) into (our house), whereupon Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: Suckle him. She asked: How can I suckle him as he is a grown up man? Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) smiled and said: I already know that he is a young man. 'Amr has made this addition in his narration that he participated in the Battle of Badr and in the narration of Ibn Abu 'Umar (the words are): Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) laughed.


 - 'A'ishah, may Allah be pleased with her, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) visited me when a man was sitting near me, and he seemed to disapprove of that. And I saw signs of anger on his face and I said: Messenger of Allah, he is my foster-brother, whereupon he said: Consider who your foster-brothers are, since wet-nursing is through hunger (i.e. in infancy).


 - 'A'ishah, may Allah be pleased with her, reported: Sa'd bin Abi Waqqas and 'Abd bin Zam'ah (Allah be pleased with them) disputed with each other over a young boy. Sa'd said: Messenger of Allah, he is the son of my brother 'Utbah bin Abi Waqqas as he made it explicit that he was his son. Look at his resemblance. 'Abd bin Zam'ah said: Messenger of Allah, he is my brother as he was born on the bed of my father from his female-slave. Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) looked at his resemblance and found a clear resemblance with 'Utbah. (But) he said: He is yours, O 'Abd bin Zam'ah, for the child is to be attributed to one on whose bed it is born. And stoning for a fornicator. Saudah bint Zam'ah, you should observe veil from him.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: The child is to be attributed to one on whose bed he is born, and for a fornicator there is stoning.

 - 'A'ishah, may Allah be pleased with her, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) visited me looking pleased as if his face was glistening and asked: Did you see that Mujazziz cast a glance at Zaid bin Harithah and Usamah bin Zaid, and (then) said: Some (of the features) of their feet are found in the others?


 - Anas bin Malik, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: When anyone who has already a wife marries a virgin, he should stay with her for seven nights (and then turn to his other wife), but when anyone having a virgin with him (as his wife) marries a woman who has been previously married, he should stay with her for three nights.


 - 'A'ishah, may Allah be pleased with her, reported: Never did I find any woman more loving to me than Saudah bint Zam'ah. I wished I were so self-possessed like her. As she became old, she had made over her day (which she had to spend) with Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) to 'A'ishah. She said: O Messenger of Allah, I have made over my day with you to 'A'ishah. So Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) allotted two days to 'A'ishah, her own day (when it was her turn) and that of Saudah.

 - 'A'ishah, may Allah be pleased with her, reported: I felt jealous of the women who offered themselves to Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) and asked: How can a woman offer herself in marriage? Then when Allah the Exalted and Glorious revealed this: Thou mayest defer whom you desire of them, and Thou can lodge with you whom you please; and whomsoever you desire of those you have set aside (temporarily), I ('A'ishah) said: it seems to me that your Lord hastens to satisfy your desire.


 - Ibn 'Abbas's Hadith, may Allah be pleased with them. 'Ata' related: We were with Ibn 'Abbas at a funeral in Sarif, Ibn 'Abbas said: This is the wife of Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him); so when you lift her bier, do not shake her or disturb her, but be gentle, for Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) had nine wives, with eight of whom he shared his time, but to one of them, he did not allot a share.


 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: A woman may be married for four reasons: for her property, her status, her beauty and her religion; so try to get one who is religious, may your hand be besmeared with dust (may you enjoy welfare).

 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: Woman is like a rib. When you attempt to straighten it, you would break it. And if you leave her alone you would benefit by her, and crookedness will remain in her.

 - Abu Hurairah, may Allah be pleased with him, reported: Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said: Had it not been for Eve, woman would have never acted unfaithfully towards her husband.
